I’ve thrived doing cutting-edge projects under immense pressure at Microsoft for 16 years, have helped guide the world’s richest man through countless projects, and I have a knack for working with senior management. · Produced, wrote and Senior Produced four, high-end, Forum 2000 videos; Forum 2000 was a Microsoft conference that introduced .NET to the world, and the Hollywood-type videos I created provided the vision.

· Produced and directed the opening video for Bill Gates’ 1998 Comdex speech.

· Produced and directed in the early 90’s a series of some of the most popular developer broadcasts of all time called WorldWide LIVE. Ranging from 4-hours to 8-hours, these were live shows broadcast via satellite that gave cutting edge Microsoft information to developers all over the world in a fun and practical way. 
· Produced and directed in 1999 one of the most watched (at the time) live broadcast consumer events at Microsoft; Microsoft Extreme from Las Vegas. 30,000+ live, identifiable, in-the-seat viewers. It originated from the Stardust Casino in what is now the Wayne Newton Theater.
· Produced and directed the opening 90-minute show that kicked off the largest developer event in software history (at that time); Microsoft Developer Days 1997; 90,000 people in 146 countries watched.
