See graphics for show over live audience shot – with voice over

ANNOUNCER:  “Up next on the Bob Jackson show – Why do so many businesses around the world continue to run their businesses on Windows 98 and Office 2000? Who are these people anyway?” 
Close-up of a hand clicking remote

See old grizzled British scientist – messy hair – in front of a blackboard or white board. 
SCIENTIST: “….and it’s growing faster all the time. We see therefore that the rate of growth in all aspects of the technology industry correlates to what we often refer to as tech-dog years.  One year in technology equals approximately 5 years in normal life. For instance, many people are still using Office 97. Office 97 was a breakthrough product - in 1997. But in tech-dog terms, it’s almost antique. Many people will never realize their potential by using Office 97. It’s sad.”

Cut to ‘Grissom’ walking into an office with his case. Brass is already there and we see a guy slumped over on his desk.

GRISSOM: Hey Jim what do we have 

See Brass character with ‘Ed’ – workmate of victim

BRASS: Vic’s name is John Snaggly. This is Ed; he worked with the vic.

C/u Ed

ED: He’s really been troubled lately. See he’s been here late at night the last few nights trying to recover some documents he lost when he got the old blue-screen-crash on Windows 98. He wasn’t having much success. 

C/U Grissom

GRISSOM: I’ve been there. It’s not pretty.
2 shot Brass and Ed

BRASS: Sad.

ED: That’s not all – Every night before he left he’d unhook his monitor and hide it.

BRASS: What for?

C/u Grissom

GRISSOM: Security.

C/u Ed

ED: He knew that anyone could come along and get access to his machine just by hitting cancel on the login screen.
Cut to shot of huge monitor in closet or in cabinet

He was getting a little paranoid He figured if people didn’t have a screen, they couldn’t access his computer.

2 shot Grissom and Brass

GRISSOM:  Sad. Never really reached his potential did he? Using Windows 98 – well, no wonder he ran out of time.
hand clicking remote

See infomercial-like screen. Person on camera – lots of graphics with prices/features/etc.

INFOMERCIAL HOST: …and that’s not all. When you purchase our Office 97 training and Windows 98 training VHS tapes, we’ll include this great new book called Getting Back to the 90’s – a far reaching tome delineating why the technology in the mid to late 90’s is really all a person will ever need!”

C/U hand clicking remote - channel changing sound

Cut to graphic screens – like Letterman’s top ten list

Reveal as the voice says the words

Applause/laughter sound effects as needed

VOICE: Ok kids, here we go – the top 10 reasons why people still use Windows 98 and Office 97….. 
Number ten – 

Windows 98 blue screen crashes give them time to get a fresh cup of coffee.

Number 9

Have plenty of time to make morning phone calls while Windows 98 is booting.
Number 8

Losing 10 pages of freshly typed, unsaved document in Word after a Windows 98 crash is just payback for being so rebellious in Physics class.
Number 7

Cut and pasting an Excel spreadsheet into a word document using Office 97  - and making it look like we really meant to do that.

Number 6

Their lives are open books, so they don’t mind that other users on the internet can get access to the information on their Windows 98 machines.
