Show opens on a woman in workout clothes about ready to hop on her treadmill. She’s on the phone chatting to a friend as she clicks through channels, looking for something to watch on TV while she works out.

WOMAN:  ….yeah I know I have to take my vacation time or I’ll lose it. I just don’t know exactly where to go and not only that, I haven’t traveled in so long I’m not sure how many hoops I have to jump through to make my plans. I wish I had a personal assistant to make them for me. (slight pause)  Hah!  Are you kidding? Jim doesn’t make travel plans. Too many details. (chuckle) Ok, well as soon as I find something to watch I’m hopping on the treadmill for a workout. I’ll talk to you later this afternoon.  Ok.  Bye.

Cut to close-up of a hand and remote –hear sounds
Cut to a man on stage –fairly plain background – like he’s one of the participants on the Springer or Donahue show.
MAN: …well the deal is, my wife doesn’t even call me to dinner anymore; she’ll only use email to communicate.

C/U hand clicking remote - channel changing sound

Cut to Rodeo footage

ANNOUNCER: Look at that ride; that one was worth the whole trip.

Cut to newsperson on camera

Cut away to a pan of different color computers and different box shapes

NEWS PERSON: The trend toward very wild design and color of computers has triggered a new industry "The Fashionable computer". Now couture Designers will have Fall, Winter and Spring collections of their new Computer designs. 
Cut to designer in weird clothes – looking off camera 

SPIKE: “This year we are going tropical with our computer cases and keyboard colors. Think lush fruit with just a touch of summer”….

C/U hand clicking remote - channel changing sound

Cut to regular looking guy on a psychiatrist couch. See the dr. in the background.
MAN:  I just don’t know what it is doc. Travel planning seems so easy now. I can just pick a destination and go to the web and it’s done. Easy! What happened to the pain and agony? What happened to bad travel advice and long lines? People are nice to me, no one yells or gets upset, my reservations are correct, the planes are on time. I’m concerned doc; it’s just too easy.
C/U Hand clicking remote – and sound
Corner Shrink show graphics

ANNOUNCER: Welcome back to The Corner Shrink. Now back to the show. 

Cut to Dr & patient chatting

DR. JIM: So Tom, I know it may have seemed a little harsh when you said to your kids, “don’t force me to use UPPER CASE”… but let’s talk about it.

Hand clicking remote w/sound
Cut to Rich doing welcome to Expedia TV – on ‘home shopping network’ kind of set.

RICH: Welcome to Expedia Travel TV, where we make it fun, interesting and affordable to shop for travel; destinations here at home or anywhere in the world.  And do we have some great deals for you!

ANNOUNCER:  Up next on the Bob Jackson show. the Men Who Understand Moss and the Women who love them.

C/U of woman clicking
Clicks through Rich on camera – then back
WOMAN: Hey wait a minute; what was that?

Back to Rich on home shopping set

RICH:   So how many of you have been to Vegas?  It’s such an exciting destination. Take a look.

Roll ‘here’s Vegas’ piece (:20)
Hi energy ‘Vegas type’ music up

Quick shots of Vegas cut to music

(INCLUDE BARRY DILLER BIT IF WE GET IT)

BARRY: You know, one of my hobbies is traveling. And Las Vegas is one of my most favorite destinations. I love to travel. I love it so much that I bought my own travel company.

ANNOUNCER: Las Vegas, Nevada. Open 24 hours.
Cut back to Rich on camera
Add b roll shots as needed
