Scenario Two

 Windows XP – Mobility & Communications
FINAL 
Purpose: To show online status, notification, video instant messaging, text instant messaging, wireless, remote desktop, DVD capabilities.
Scene opens on an on-camera spokesperson. He or she is an actor (not well known) but is friendly, approachable and straight ahead in their delivery and has a British accent. Similar to the actor who does the Volkswagen ‘arch’ commercials. Our character, Chris is at a business center at an airport, waiting for a flight. The spokesperson is out front – we see Chris in the background.

NARRATOR: Hi, I’m John Smith. I’m about to show you how you can enhance your computing experience with the mobility and communications features built in to Microsoft Windows XP. 
Camera change

Let’s meet Chris, a novel writer, who is traveling to do some research work.  Chris is at a business center in the local airport waiting to catch a flight. He’s about to have a text conversation with Rob, his publisher, through Windows Messenger.
Cut to shot of Chris at table

Chris opens messenger

See online status of his contacts.

C/u screen with messenger window
CHRIS: (to himself) Good, he’s online. 

Chris invites Rob to a Windows Messenger session

CHRIS: Rob? You there?

ROB: Hi Chris. Do you have the manuscript for me?

CHRIS:  I’ll get it to you shortly. It’s on my office computer, but I’m wireless here at the airport, and I can access my office desktop from right here.  If you want to just hang on for a couple minutes, I’ll grab it and send it to through messenger. 
See Rob’s text reply
ROB REPLY: Sure. 

Spokesperson on camera – Chris in the background
NARRATOR: Chris needs to access a document on his office computer 32 miles away. Normally this would be a big problem. But there are a couple things here that are in Chris’ favor… 

C/u wireless card in laptop

First, because Chris has a wireless networking card in his laptop, he has direct access to the Internet here at the business center. 
Screen shot – starting remote desktop session

And second, because Chris is running Windows XP Professional, he can use a feature called Remote Desktop at his fingertips. It allows Chris to actually take control of his office computer as if he was sitting right in front of it. 

All Chris has to do now is copy the document file to his laptop and he’s ready to send it to his publisher.
C/u Chris

C/u messenger text window

CHRIS: Rob. Still there?

ROB REPLIES: Yep.

Chris shares the file to his manager via the Windows Messenger session.

Clicks send

CHRIS: Here’s the manuscript. I’ll touch base with you when I get back.
ROB REPLIES: Got it - thanks Chris. Have a great trip!

A Windows Messenger Notification box pops up in lower left hand corner of screen with a sound effect.
The notification box says “Tracy has come online” (or whatever it officially says)

Chris clicks on the notification box

Chris clicks on video conversation

C/u messenger box and see video screen
Cut between screens as needed

CHRIS: Tracy?

TRACY: Hi Dad? I thought you were on a plane? 

CHRIS: Not yet – still waiting for my flight. How did your volleyball tryout go?
TRACY: “I’m in!”

CHRIS:  “Excellent!”

TRACY: “I’m really excited! See my new jersey? It is so cool. Even has my name on it!
CHRIS:  “Fabulous!”

TRACY: “Well, gotta run over to Josh’s. See you when you get back!”
CHRIS: “Ok princess – see you soon.”
Hear flight announcement in the background beckoning Chris to go.  Chris closes his machine runs out.

Fade to black

Fade up on our spokesperson in a seat in front of Chris on the airplane.
Chris is sitting next to an old, cute lady. Grandma type

NARRATOR: Chris is now on the airplane winging his way towards home. He’s just finishing up a little work on the plane and now he’s thinking it would be cool to catch up on one of the latest movies on DVD.
Chris goes through a small stack of DVD’s deciding what to watch
(bobsn QUESTION - HAS CROUCHING TIGER HIDDEN DRAGON BEEN APPROVED FOR USE IN THIS?)

Old lady is knitting but is watching Chris intently

Flight Attendant walks up from back, notices Chris.

FLIGHT ATTENDANT:  Brought your own DVD’s? 

See big stack of DVD’s that Chris is going through

CHRIS: Oh - yeah, I brought a few. 

FLIGHT ATTENDANT:  I take it you have a portable DVD player? 

CHRIS: Just my trusty laptop. It has a DVD drive and Windows XP takes care of the rest.

Flight attendant walks away.

NARRATOR: When a suitable third party DVD decoder is installed on your PC, Windows XP becomes a phenomenal DVD player 

For instance, when Chris loads a DVD in his DVD drive in his laptop, it is automatically recognized as a DVD. Chris has all the opening choices available to him just as if he were watching on a home DVD player. 

2 shot Chris and old lady
OLD LADY: Excuse me, but would you mind if I watched the movie along with you? I just love a good action movie. 
CHRIS: Sure.
C/u old lady

OLD LADY: Can you make the picture any bigger?

CHRIS: Uh..sure. I can make it full screen.

See picture go to full screen

C/u controls

2 shot of Chris and old lady

OLD LADY: Ahh..much better. Now we can see details of the fight scenes. I just love fight scenes. Reminds me of my first husband. He was a rogue, but a lovable rogue…. (Keeps rambling)    

Chris puts his head back, as the lady tells him his life story.  (So much for the movie)
